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During WW II more than 1000 Norwegian officers were 

arrested by the German occupants and sent to “Das Reich” 

for POW imprisonment all up to the end of the War in May 

1945. During their stay they were moved between more 

camps, and ended in the beginning of January 1945 in 

Luckenwalde south of Berlin sent after an evacuation march

westwards. There the Soviet Red Army liberated them in late 

April 1945. After some confusion they were permitted travel

home to Norway via the American and British occupied parts 

of Germany.

This publication gives a brief view of historical background 

for their arrests and their daily life in camps.

As POWs they, according to the Geneva Convention, were 

permitted to send and receive letters from their families. This

publication illustrates samples of letters they wrote and received 

from/in the camps, and a in a table the various cachets used by the German censorship systemized and listed. This publication will close a gap in the Norwegian war post history.
